ROMANS 12 9-14 HOW A CHRISTIAN’S LOVE FUNCTIONS

One who has been justified by God’s grace, who has presented his body
as a living and holy sacrifice and who is exercising his gifts will experience
an out flowing of sanctified, spiritual living. One who is saved will show
evidence of his salvation by his life. Christian living is supernatural living
by the power of the Holy Spirit. The rest of Romans will present that
Christians must be in obedience to God’s Word for His glory.

After Romans 12:1-2 which features the principles by which sound doctrine
is to be applied to godly living, Paul writes to the people who make up the
church. He dealt first with humility, then with spiritual gifts that must be
used for the benefit of the rest of the body. This line of thought continues
from gifts to virtues that must be seen in all Christians. They are summed
up by love. It is not some mushy emotion that embraces all, forgives all,
forgets all, and requires nothing.

1. THE NATURE OF LOVE 12:9
A. LOVE IS GENUINE
Agape—Unselfish, self-giving, willful devotion, Centers on the
needs and welfare of the one loved and will pay whatever price
is necessary to meet those needs and foster that welfare.
1Jn 4:16, Mt 22:37-39, Gal 5:22,1Jn 3:18
Storge—family affection
Philia—love between friends
Without hypocrisy(Anupokritos) without a mask
Sincere—using wax to hide cracks in pottery that was inferior so it
could be sold for a higher price. A sincere person is one who is not
hiding his true nature by hypocrisy.
John Calvin-“it is difficult to express how ingenious almost all men
are in counterfeiting a love which they do not possess. They deceive
not only others, but also themselves, while they persuade themselves
that they have a true love for those whom they not only treat with
neglect, but also in fact reject.”
Why? Because the hypocrite is totally concerned about himself. How will | appear? is his driving
guestion. How can | create a good impression of me? is the consuming desire.

B. LOVE IS DISCRIMINATING



First we saw love, now we see hate. This seems contradictory. However,
love does not love everything. It hates evil.
Evil is the antithesis of holiness and godliness.

Notice Paul’s verbs: “Abhor (apostungountes) what is evil; hold fast (kolldmenoi) to what is
good.” He did not say “Choose against evil and choose good.” His words are very strong. “Abhor” is a
good translation. “Loathe,: “Be disgusted with” (Liddell and Scott Lexicon) would also be correct. “Hold
fast to what is good” means embrace it. Love it. The word is used for sexual union in 1 Corinthians 6:16.

Don’t just avoid evil, hate evil. Don’t just choose good, embrace the good. Love the good. The battle of
Christian living is a battle mainly to get our emotions changed, not just our behavior.

We should be shocked by sin today but we have become so calloused
to it because it is so common. We are not sensitive to evil so much.
We cannot flirt with sin and escape falling into it.

If we love what God loves, then we are to hate what God hates.

C. NOT LAGGING IN DILIGENCE
This is mainly pertaining to action.
Not lazy in zeal and intensity---with enthusiasm and care

D. FERVENT IN SPIRIT
This relates to attitude.
(Zeo) boil This is like a steam engine having sufficient heat to produce
the energy necessary to get the work done.  Gal 6:9, Acts 18:25
The NIV says, "Never be lacking in zeal." This is a rebuke to passivity and laziness and lethargy and
apathy and boredom. Paul assumes that if you see this in yourself you can do something about it. We
have been given the Holy Spirit and the Word of God and the power of prayer precisely to fight against
the encroachments of the culture of acedia in our own hearts. So he speaks this word directly to us this
morning as relates to the cause of truth and life: don't lag, don't float, don't drift, don't sit mindless in



front of TV, don't have only little dreams of playing on the weekend. Stir up zeal for God and for the
cause of God and truth and life. There are great things worth living for; and giving in to acedia is a
sacrilege against the greatness of God and his glorious purposes in the world. Piper
